Generally, the prices members receive are up to 15% less than average retail prices from full service companies.  Many Oil Group suppliers provide service contracts at a discounted rate too.
What are the billing and delivery options?

· Automatic Delivery: The dealer monitors your usage and automatically fills your tank when you are running low.

· Will Call Delivery: You call the dealer for a delivery when you want oil.

· Budget Billing: The dealer spreads your payments out evenly over the course of a year.

· 20/30 Day Billing: The dealer makes a delivery and then you have 20 or 30 days to make a payment in full.

· COD – Cash on delivery or payment up front.
